APPENDIX C – 
DECISION TREE FOR UPSS AND 
DEVELOPMENT ASSESSMENT AND CONSENT

Development application (DA) which includes an underground petroleum
storage system (UPSS) received by the council 
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No
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Is the design and installation of a 
new UPSS relevant to the DA? 

Is the installation, replacement and/or 
repair of a UPSS relevant to the DA? 

Is the commissioning or 
recommissioning of a UPSS relevant 
to the DA? 

Is the removal, replacement and/or 
decommissioning of a UPSS relevant 
to the DA? 

Consider incorporating the following into the 
development consent conditions: 

- UPSS is designed by a ‘duly qualified person’ 
- UPSS meets the relevant industry standards and 

design specifications, as documented by a duly 
qualified person 

- Design of the UPSS must include mandatory 
pollution protection equipment and be tested &
installed by a duly qualified person 

- Design and installation of groundwater monitoring 
wells and preparation of installation report by a duly 
qualified person (including six-monthly monitoring) 

- Plan showing the locations of groundwater 
monitoring wells prepared by a duly qualified person 

- Include ‘as built’ drawings of the system

Consider incorporation of the following in the 
development consent conditions: 

- Installation of a New UPSS – Part 2 Div 1 of Reg
  and Repair of a UPSS – Part 2 Div 3 of Reg.  

Consider incorporation of the following in the 
development consent conditions: 

- An equipment integrity test must be conducted by a 
‘duly qualified person’ before UPSS is commissioned
- A certificate must accompany the results of the test 

If a storage system is to be decommissioned, the
person responsible for the storage system must
notify the council of the decommissioning.
A validation report for the site indicating
appropriateness for continued use from an
environmental consultant must be submitted by the
proponent (Part 5 section 23, 24 of Reg.) 

Incorporate relevant considerations, if any,
as development consent conditions  

Is the design of a modified UPSS 
relevant to the DA? 

Consider incorporating the following into the 
development consent conditions: 
- Modification is designed by a ‘duly qualified person’ 
- Modification meets the relevant industry standards 

and design specifications, as documented by a duly 
qualified person 

- Design of the modification must include mandatory 
pollution protection equipment 

 Plan showing the locations of groundwater 
monitoring wells prepared by a duly qualified person

   monthly monitoring
